Grading:

1. All work must be completed in ink unless otherwise stipulated.

2. Homework is assigned every night  except  during the days of SOL testing and the breaks of Christmas and Easter.

3. Homework is collected at the beginning of each class.

4. Your name, date, and block number must be in the upper right corner of every paper that you hand in. 

5. Unofficial Progress  Reports are distributed at least once every two weeks.  This lets you know exactly what grade you are currently earning. (Note: Data Processing  resets the computers the first two weeks at the beginning of each semester.  They plan on doing this on Thursday, September 18th   and  I will get the first set of Unofficial Progress  Reports out after that as soon as possible). 

6. No work is accepted late.  If you have an excused absence, you are required to ask for your make-up work and turn it in within 5 days of the receipt of the assignment (Students’ Rights and Responsibilities Handbook   (p. 39)). 

7. Class participation grade is the equivalent to a quiz grade. You are expected to contribute positively to your team (class) without disruption.

8. Three emergency bathroom passes are allowed per quarter unless other arrangements have been made from home.
